CHALLENGE  
 Each year community boundaries expand.  This growth can create unusual 
 exposures for fire departments and their firefighters.  It’s not uncommon to find  
 neighborhoods within blocks of manufacturing facilities or even airports. 
 
 In this case, a plane has crashed into a residential area in the early morning hours. 
 It’s safe to assume the area residents are home.  There are also hospitals, schools and 
 a busy freeway are within a few  blocks of the crash!

assistance?
